The first guidance document (GD1) is primarily addressed to shipping
companies. Itincludes among other things information on monitoring plans
and sustainable biofuels.

The second guidance document (GD2) is addressed to administering
authorities (including the Swedish EPA) providing general guidance on the
process for approval of monitoring plans by administering authorities.
