Notification and consultation pursuant to Article 7 of Directive 2011/92/EU of the European Parliament and

A private developer “Omoe South Nearshore A/S” is planning a wind farm with a capacity of max. 320 MW
consisting of 25-80 turbines immediately south of the island Omoe in the Great Belt. At the same time the



developer “Jammerland Bay Nearshore A/S” is planning a wind farm with the capacity of max. 240 MW (34-80
turbines) in the bay of Jammerland Bay also located in the Great Belt.
